Comments by the authors: The main goal of this case report was to raise awareness of 
the rare disease spinal arachnoid cysts (SAC). When a spinal cord compression is sus-
pected, an urgent MRI full spine is the cornerstone in early diagnosis. In addition, it is 
important to provide a strict clinical follow-up of the patient. If there is a progressive 
myelopathy with symptoms such as gait ataxia and paresis, a referral to the surgeon is 
needed. By presenting two different cases from a different perspective, we want to raise 
awareness that a SAC can also occur as a delayed complication in patients who already 
have a spinal cord injury. A new evaluation of the spinal cord with imaging can be 
 crucial in these patients, as SAC can lead to disabling pain symptoms....
